One of our main aims in our work with children is to 
promote independence. Independence requires physical 
skills, knowledge, perseverance, and confidence. We 
practice this through concrete activities that integrate 
the body, the mind and the emotions. With 
independence comes freedom. The idea of freedom in 
the Montessori environment is a sophisticated one. The 
child achieves freedom when she is able to follow her 
natural path of development, when she can choose for 
herself those things that promote her particular 
development. Freedom then, requires the discipline to 
recognize and follow one’s inner needs, which in turn 
relies on self-knowledge, perseverance, and character. 
There is no real freedom without discipline. Society 
relies both on freedom and discipline, so that 
independence can be transformed into interdependence, 
the individual at the service of society. We are witnessing 
this interdependence at Violeta. The children have 
become part of a group, they are aware of each other’s 
needs, they help each other, they joyfully cooperate with 
each other.
